ENTRY
The Commission finds:

(1)  On June 6, 2007, the Commission issued its newly adopted Chapter
4901:1-6, Ohio Administrative Code (0.A.C.). The new retail rules
incorporated in this chapter became effective on September 18, 2007.

(2} Pursuant to new Rule 4901:1-6-06(A)(1), O.A.C., all telephone com-
panies shall utilize an updated telecommunications application form
(TAF) for all telephone-related applications and zero-day notice fil-
ings. This rule also states that a copy of the TAF will be maintained
by the Commission staff and posted on the Commission’s website.
Certification applications, pursuant to new Rule 4901:1-6-10, O.A.C.,
will now require the use of the attached TAF and the attached sup-
plemental application form.

As of the date of this Entry, the updated TAF and the new supple-
mental application form is available on the Commission’s website at:

http:/ /www.puco.ohio.gov /PUCQO /Forms/

(3)  New retail Rule 4901:1-6-05(G)(1), O.A.C., requires that all regulated
nonresidential Tier 2 services and all regulated toll services shall not
be included in tariffs filed with the Commission, but shall still be sub-
ject to the Commission’s oversight and regulation. In its June 6, 2007,
Finding and Order at pages 38 and 39, the Commission set forth a
process for the mandatory detariffing of all regulated nonresidential
Tier 2 services and all regulated toll services. The Commission de-
termined that the mandatory detariffing of these services by tele-
phone companies, subject to these rules pursuant to Rule 4901:1-6-
02(A), O.A.C., would require an application for tariff amendment
(ATA) filing. The Commission found that all required detariffing
must be completed within 18 months of the effective date of the retail
rules and set forth general parameters under which such ATA filings
should occur. In order to provide further direction regarding the re~
quired detariffing of the aforementioned services, the Commission
provides additional guidance, below, to all telephone companies.
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In order to effectuate the detariffing of currently tariffed Tier 2 non-
residential services and all regulated toll services, a telephone com-
pany offering such services shall file an ATA reflecting the removal
of detariffed services from its tariffs (detariffing ATA). These appli-
cations may be filed at any time during the six-month period begin-
ning October 1, 2007, and ending April 2, 2008. All such detariffing
ATA applications will be considered effective upon filing subject to
automatic approval 18 months after October 1, 2007, which is April 2,
2009, unless otherwise suspended by the Commission. While all
companies are afforded a six-month period to file their respective de-
tariffing ATAs, the Commission strongly encourages companies to
promptly file so that their current tariffs are in compliance with the
effective rules as soon as possible. .

To the extent that a telephone company has an existing tariff for a
service or is proposing to offer a new service that can be detariffed
after the effective date of these rules, the company must continue to
file changes to that tariff, including the addition of such services, un-
til it files its detariffing ATA. To effeciuate these changes, the tele-
phone company must file an application utilizing the TAF, discussed
in further detail below, and indicate that this application falls under
the “Other” category in section I of the TAF and include its TRF
docket number on the TAF. Such changes will be effective subject ta
a zero-day notice procedure in the telephone company’s TRF docket.

The detariffing and related actions form is attached to this Entry and
is also available on the Commission’s website at:

http: / /www.puco.ohio.gov/PUCO /Forms/

The detariffing ATA application must include an exhibit A (the exist-
ing tariff pages); exhibit B (the amended tariff pages); and an exhibit
C (a detailed explanation of tariff changes). The exhibit C must con-
tain information that will assist staff in reviewing the changes con-
tained within an application. For example, the telephone company
should include a matrix or narrative that provides a summary of all
of the changes contained within an application.

The Commission also finds that telephone companies may not detar-
iff existing tariffed services pursuant to Rule 4901:1-6-05(G)(1),
0.A.C., until the telephone companies are able to fully disclose to
customers information regarding the companies' current rates, terms,
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and conditions for all of its detariffed services. Telephone companies
may meet this obligation by publishing a hard copy list of its services
with all such information (e.g., a service catalog or guidebook)
and/or, where available, maintaining an Internet website for this
purpose. Detariffing ATA applications must also include informa-
tion as to how the telephone company intends to comply with Rule
4901:1-6-05(G)(3), O.A.C., with regard to customer information for all
detariffed nonresidential Tier 2 services and all toll services. Fur-
thermore, if a telephone company intends to maintain a website in
accordance with Rule 4901:1-6-05(G)(4), O.A.C,, it must provide its
website address within its ATA application.

We are convinced that the key to a smooth transition into a detariffed
environment for customers of nonresidential Tier 2 services and all
toll services is enhanced customer knowledge and understanding of
attendant responsibilities and available options. Accordingly, the
Commission deems it appropriate to direct all telephone companies
with detariffed services to provide a one-time customer notice by bill
insert, bill message, direct mail, or if the customer consents, by elec-
tronic mail, in order to notify and inform subscribers of the detar-
iffing of the aforementioned services, including as to where custom-
ers may find the information regarding such services as required by
Rule 4901:1-6-05(G)(3), O.A.C. The Commission has attached to this
Entry a copy of a customer notice template to be used by the tele-
phone companies for this purpose. This notice should be sent to cus-
tomers at least fifteen days prior to the filing of the detariffing appli-
cation with the Commission and should be induded with the appli-
cation. The Commission has also attached, fo this Entry, a copy of an
affidavit to be notarized and executed by an authorized agent of a
telephone company attesting that the requisite notice was provided
to customers in a timely manner. The affidavit should be included
with the application.

Finally, the Commission reminds telephone companies that only of-
fer Tier 2 business services and/or all toll services that those tele-
phone companies must still retain a tariff for the purposes of comply-
ing with Comunission and/or Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) directives including, but not limited to: primary interex-
change carrier (PIC) change charges; Alternative Operator and In-
mate Operator Services (AOS/10S); late payment and bad check
charges; per call and per line blocking; intrastate special and
switched access services provided to carriers; N-1-1 service; pole at-

tachments and conduit occupancy; pay telephone service; and tele-
communications relay service.

(4)  The Commission also recognizes that other tariff changes are neces-
sary as a result of the adoption of the new refail rules. For example,
tariff changes not otherwise affected by detariffing include, but are
not limited to, Rule 4901:1-6-04(B)(5), O.A.C., competitive local ex-
change carrier Tier 1 noncore services, and Rule 4901:1-6-05(D),
0O.A.C., residential packages, for all local exchange carriers. The
Commission expects that such tariff changes, where applicable, will
also be included in the detariffing ATA discussed in this Entry.

(5) Pursuant to new retail Rules 4901:1-6-16(B) and 4901:1-6-05(G)(3),
0.A.C., a copy of the applicable customer notice must be provided
to Commission staff no later than the date it is provided to custom-
ers. In order to effectuate this rule, telephone companies may either
send paper copies to the individuals noted in the aforementioned
rules or e-mail the text of the notice to a Commission-provided elec-

tronic mailbox at: Telecomm-Rulel6@puc.state.oh.us.

As a reminder, Rule 4901:1-6-16(D), O.A.C,, requires that applicants
also include a copy of the actual customer notice provided to cus-
tomers, and a notarized affidavit, with the filing of the application or
the filing of a zero-day notice with the Commission for tariffed ser-
vices. To be clear, the electronic mailbox is an additional step to this
requirement and may not be used for the purposes of providing no-
tices that are to be attached to applications or zero-day notices. As
discussed supra, the affidavit must be notarized and executed by an
authorized agent of the telephone company attesting that the requi-
site notice was provided to customers in a timely manner. The affi-
davit should be included with the application.

(6) The Commission takes this opportunity to remind applicants that,
pursuant to Rule 4901:1-6-06(A)(3), O.A.C,, failure to utilize the tele-
communications application form for any type of filing, as well as the
failure to include the required attachments, may result in immediate
dismissal of the new application.

It is, therefore,

ORDERED, That all telephone companies utilize the telecommunications application
form and the ACE supplemental application form in accordance with Finding (2). It is, fur-
ther,
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ORDERED, That all telephone companies currently providing tariffed Tier 2 non-
residential services and all telephone companies providing regulated toll services shall file
the applicable detariffing ATA in accordance with Findings (3) and (4). It is, further,

ORDERED, That all telephone companies seeking the detariffing of Tier 2 nonresi-

dential services and regulated toll services must provide customer notice in accordance
with Finding (3). It is, further,

ORDERED, That, in conjunction with the provision of customer notice, all telephone
companies must file the requisite affidavit in accordance with Findings (3) and (5). It is, fur-
ther,

ORDERED, That a copy of this Entry be served upon all telephone companies under

the Commission's jurisdiction, the Ohio Telecom Association, the office of the Ohio Con-
sumers' Counsel, and all other interested persons of record in this matter.
