Maintenance, Testing, and Adjustment

Upon reasonable notice, any equipment provided by Carrier shall be made available for such
tests and adjustments as may be necessary (o maintain them in satisfactory condition. No
interruption allowance will be granted for the time during which such tests and adjustments
are made.

The Company may require a customer who has a proven history of late payment or whose
financial ability is not a matter of record to make a deposit to be held as guarantee for
payment of charges.
