Joint Meeting Minutes – February 23, 2010

Chairperson, Lynne Feller, called to order the February 23, 2010 joint meeting of the State of Ohio 9‑1‑1 Council and Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board at 1:10 p.m.  The council secretary took roll call and a quorum was present.
Approval of the October 29, 2009 Joint Workshop and Meeting Minutes of the Ohio 9-1-1 Council and Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board
Chairperson Feller asked the members of the 9-1-1 Council and the Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board if they had any objections, corrections, or additions regarding the minutes of the joint meeting held on October 29, 2009.  No objections were offered.  A motion to approve the minutes was made and seconded.  A vote was taken and the motion to approve the October 29, 2009 minutes carried unanimously.

Since December 1, 2009, Adams, Darke, Hancock, Highland, Jackson, Montgomery, Noble, and Preble counties have obtained Phase II service.  Five counties are at Phase I and 73 counties are at Phase II.  89 percent of Ohio counties now have some form of Wireless E9-1-1 and 83 percent are Phase II.

The expired seats on the Wireless Advisory Board as of January 31, 2010 were held by Lynne Feller and Bo Keck.  Bo Keck is not seeking reappointment.

Shawn made a motion to make Funding a sub group of Legislative Changes.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.  It is unsure as to whether Ken Borror will be the chair for the Funding work group but this will be made clear in the near future. 

After going through the names of the co-chairs, Lynne then asked for a motion to approve the names given.  Shawn made the motion and it was seconded by Nancy Serafino.  The motion carried unanimously.

Shawn suggested the co-chairs be responsible for setting up their meetings.  Sue Drombetta added that conference calls should be made available for members who may be unable to attend a scheduled meeting in person.  
Define Objectives of Work Groups

Before Lynne summarized the objectives of each of the work groups, Yvonne Lesicko asked if a representative from public safety was found for the Legislative work group.  Dave Ford indicated he would check with the Department of Public Safety for a legislative liaison.

As a result of the working session held on September 15, 2009, goals and objectives were discussed for each work group.  A summary of those goals and objectives was thereafter prepared and drawn up by Chairperson Feller who then reviewed them for the council at today’s meeting.  Lynne stressed the need for the work groups to identify the issue and to draw up plans around it toward achieving the end goal. Lynne stated the council can provide a current resource list that may help the work groups in their efforts.  She prompted everyone to review the NG9-1-1 transition policy maker blueprint on the NENA website, which is an excellent resource to get started with.  Lynne further suggested that the work groups list at least four things to do and to create a plan on how to get those things accomplished.

To avoid duplication and the amounts of surveys being sent, Yvonne made the point that surveys should be coordinated with all the other work groups first.  She added that the Legislative Committee should be the last work group that meets in order to sift through and work on matters brought to them by the other work groups.

Discussions with Working Group Chairs/Co-Chairs
Chairperson Feller asked for matters of discussion or concern with members of the council as well as those present in the audience.

Jay Somerville, who was present in the audience, stated that as the work groups get together, a comprehensive look at the ORC should be made and all 9-1-1 (wireless and wire line) matters should be taken into consideration.

Lynne stated there is no timeframe yet for workgroup products but urged the work groups to meet before the end of March so that the Council can meet the last week of March in order to discuss any of the work groups’ needs and concerns and also.  Sue agreed that the work groups should begin meeting quickly.

Jay asked the Council if they could request progress reports from the work groups and to put out some type of release, perhaps on the 9-1-1 website, that would state what the 9-1-1 Council and the work groups are trying to accomplish.  He could then present the release to his Board showing them the efforts being made and to invite their support.  He also suggested a letter be sent to the CCAO, APCO, NENA, and BSSA that would get the word out even further.  Shawn suggested the help of the CCAO with this endeavor.  

Shawn stated we should invite the Chairs/Co-Chairs to the next meeting.  Lynne asked everyone to pass contact information for new work group members to the Council secretary consisting of the name of the company or agency they represent, their e-mail address, and phone number.

SCHEDULE NEXT COUNCIL SESSION

Doug Goergen asked that a date for the next 9-1-1 Council Meeting be tentatively set for March 25, 2010.  It was concluded that this would be decided once the council members were better able to get back to their offices to review their schedules.

Chairperson Feller requested a motion to adjourn.  The motion was offered and seconded.  A vote was taken and carried unanimously.  The joint meeting of the February 23rd, 2010 Ohio 9-1-1 Council and Wireless 9‑1-1 Advisory Board was adjourned at 2:30 p.m.
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
