The State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council
Meeting Minutes- March 27, 2006
Membership Present

Chairman Bill Hinkle called to order the March 27, 2006 meeting of the State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council at 9:15 a.m.  Chairman Hinkle declared a quorum was present.

Approval of the February 23, 2006 Minutes

Chairman Hinkle requested a motion to approve the minutes from the February 23, 2006 Council meeting.  A motion was offered and seconded.  Chairman Hinkle asked if any of the members had any corrections regarding the minutes.  None was offered.  Chairman Hinkle called for a vote to approve the minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ohio 9-1-1 Coordinator’s Briefing

Mr. Smith advised that he received a letter of resignation from Linda Kenyon on March 21, 2006.  Ms. Kenyon stated that, due to a reorganization of Alltel, she will no longer be able to fulfill her duties to the council.
Mr. Smith advised that, in researching the Star Ohio account, he discovered that 5.2% of the total investment income was retained in 2005.  These fees will be subtracted before the monthly yield is calculated for the wireless funds.  Mr. Smith is working with the Treasurer of State’s Office to establish the investment account.

Ross, Huron, Ashtabula, Van Wert, and Defiance Counties have been approved to receive disbursements from the Wireless 9-1-1 Government Assistance Fund.  Mercer, Wayne, Lake, and Columbiana Counties are being reviewed for approval.

Mr. Smith advised of a conference call held by the Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board on March 7, 2006   The Advisory Board is working on a survey to send to each county to gather data for the Coordinator’s November 1 report to the General Assembly.  
Unfinished Business

1. Mr. Smith introduced a draft copy of the proposed Bylaws of the 9-1-1 Council.  After a brief discussion, an edit was proposed to Article V, Section 6.  It was decided that paragraph 2 of Section 6 shall be edited to have the resolutions be sent through electronic format.  The language shall require the sender to request a reply acknowledgement of the proposed resolution.  A motion was offered and seconded to approve the Bylaws with the aforementioned edits.  The motioned carried unanimously.
New Business
1.
Chairman Hinkle introduced the topic of Minimum Tele-communicator Training Requirements.  Mr. Hinkle advised that the current requirements are several years old and are currently unfunded.  NENA and APCO have formed a committee to review the matter.  Chairman Hinkle asked the membership if it would be appropriate to ask the task force to present their findings to us once complete.  A brief discussion was held.  There was no objection to looking into the matter further.  Chairman Hinkle stated that he will obtain the original legislation and forward to the Council membership.

Mr. Borror introduced the topic of PBX legislation.  Mr. Borror stated that PBX systems have become a concern over the past several years.  Mr. Borror proposes recommending legislation to the General Assembly to address the PBX issues that continue to hinder response efforts.  Mr. Borror passed out draft language which he stated is based upon a NENA/APCO model.  He stated that this language has not been introduced in the past.  Since the Council membership had not had an opportunity to review the language, the members will take the language with them and be prepared to discuss the matter in the next meeting.  The issue was tabled.
3.
Mr. Borror and Mr. Smith introduced the topic of VoIP funding.  It was noted by the two members that the VoIP push is becoming very strong.  There are several VoIP providers wishing to remit 9-1-1 collections to the state 9-1-1 system; however, no funding mechanism exists in statute.  A discussion was held regarding this item.  No clear direction emerged from the discussions.  Chairman Hinkle stated he will provide the membership a primer document regarding VoIP issues.  The issue was tabled.

4.     Chairman Hinkle introduced a NENA document entitled “Guidelines for Minimum Response to Wireless 9-1-1 Calls.”   Mr. Hinkle proposed we create a state standard with regard to the processing of a wireless call.  Discussion was held on the item.  Some of the membership had not had an opportunity to review the entire document.  It was decided that Mr. Smith will attempt to create a set of guidelines modeled after the NENA document which is tailored specifically to Ohio.  It was also noted that, according to our newly adopted bylaws, approval of such an item would need to be completed through resolution.  A motion was offered to approve sections 4 and 5 through voice vote and request Mr. Smith to prepare a resolution to be approved at the next Council session.  The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

5. Chairman Hinkle introduced a request to establish a Statewide Wireless 9-1-1 Implementation Plan.  He noted that there have been funding mechanisms established at the federal level which, once funded, will assist under funded counties in establishing wireless 9-1-1.  Chairman Hinkle requested Mr. Smith to contact other states to request copies of existing plans.  The item was tabled.
6.
Chairman Hinkle introduced the topic of location accuracy and testing.  It was noted that APCO and NENA have differing stances on this issue.  Chairman Hinkle advised that he will conduct more research regarding the matter and forward to the Council membership.  The issue was tabled.
Action Items

1. Mr. Smith will correct the Council Bylaws to coincide with the approved version.

2. Mr. Smith was requested to supply the Council with a financial report of the Wireless 9-1-1 Government Assistance Fund.   

3. Each member will review the NENA Guidelines for Minimum Response to Wireless 9-1-1 Calls and the PBX legislation for discussion at the next session.
4. Chairman will obtain the original legislation for the Minimum Tele-communicator Training Requirements.  He will forward these to the membership. 
5. Chairman Hinkle will obtain the primer VoIP document and distribute to the membership

6. Mr. Smith will prepare an Ohio version of the NENA Guidelines for Minimum Response to Wireless 9-1-1 Calls and an accompanying resolution to approve the document.

7. Mr. Smith will seek out other state’s wireless 9-1-1 implementation plans and forward to the membership.

8. Mr. Smith was requested to facilitate the scheduling of the next Council meeting in late April or early May.
9. Council members were asked to submit all issues that they wish to bring before the Council prior to the next meeting so that they can be included on the agenda. Agenda items should be forwarded to Mr. Smith for assemblage.
