
The State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council

Workshop Minutes – April 14, 2008

The April 14, 2008 Workshop of the Ohio 9-1-1 Council convened at 1:00 p.m.  Roll call was taken by the council secretary and the meeting was called to order by Chairman William Hinkle.

Approval of the March 10, 2008 Minutes
Chairman Hinkle asked the 9-1-1 Council Members if they had any objections, corrections, or additions regarding the minutes of the Ohio 9-1-1 Council Meeting held on March 10, 2008.  None were offered.  Chairman Hinkle then asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was offered and seconded.  A vote was then taken and the motion to approve the minutes from the March 10, 2008 Council Meeting carried unanimously.

State 9-1-1 Coordinator’s Activity Report
There are presently 42 counties in the State of Ohio that have implemented Phase II and 10 counties that have implemented Phase I.  It is expected Franklin County will be Phase II in the very near future.  A total of 76 counties have been approved for wireless funding.
The National Emergency Number Association (NENA) and the Association of Public Safety Communications Officials (APCO) have filed a petition requesting the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio to promulgate rules and set standards governing Next Generation 9-1-1.  Also, the Commission issued a rehearing entry in the Intrado case.
Discussion Topics
Final Response to Trumbull County Chiefs
Shawn Smith began reviewing the councils’ draft responses to the Trumbull County Independent PSAPs.

Question #1 asks if it is possible for a 9-1-1 Plan in the state of Ohio to expire.  Mr. Smith read the proposed response.  The Council agrees that this question would be best served by allowing the Ohio Attorney General’s Office to respond.  Yvonne Lesicko inquired as to a timeframe.  Mr. Smith replied that nothing has been forthcoming.  The language was approved as introduced.

Question #2 asks if either the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) or Senate Bill 9 removes the “review board” in the existing Trumbull County 9-1-1 Plan from amending existing plans or just from the cellular implementation process.  Mr. Smith read the proposed response.  The language was approved as introduced.
Question #3 asks for clarification as to whether changes other than those related to cellular matters can be made.  Mr. Smith read the proposed response.  Changes to the introduced language were suggested regarding the presentation of ORC 4931.45 and the final conclusion to the question.  The language was approved with the suggested changes.
Question #4 asks if the Planning Committee can call for a meeting on their own without having to wait for the county commissioners to do so.  Mr. Smith read the proposed response.  The language was approved as introduced.

Question #5 deals with membership changes to the 9-1-1 Planning Committee.  Mr. Smith read the proposed response.  Changes to the introduced language were suggested to clarify that the County Commissioners do not make appointments to the Planning Committee. The language was approved with the suggested changes.

Question #6 asks if it is possible for the 9-1-1 Council to seek legal opinions from the State Attorney General on their behalf.  The response by the 9-1-1 Council is that although it is permissible, the opinions offered in these responses should sufficiently address the issues at hand.
Within the next few business days, the 9-1-1 Council’s responses to the Trumbull County Independent PSAPs will be drawn and provided to James Luonuansuu, Dispatcher for the Lordstown Village Police Department and to each of the Trumbull County Commissioners.

Posting Draft Council Meeting Minutes
Discussion was held as to when the minutes of the Ohio 9-1-1 Council meetings can be posted to the website.  It was agreed by all council members present that after the minutes are prepared and provided to each of the council members, a draft copy will be posted to the website once it is determined that all the members have no further changes.

Chairman Hinkle states the next meeting of the Ohio 9-1-1 Council will be announced and scheduled at a later time.
