

The State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council
Meeting Minutes- May 11, 2010
Membership Present

Chairperson Feller called to order the May 11, 2010 meeting of the State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council at 1:05 p.m.  Roll call was taken by the council secretary and a quorum was declared present.

Approval of the February 23, 2010 Minutes

Chairperson Feller asked members of the Council if they had any objections, corrections, or additions regarding the minutes from the last 9-1-1 Council meeting.  None were offered.  Chairperson Feller then asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  A motion was offered and seconded.  The Chairperson then called for a vote to approve the minutes of the February 23, 2010 Council meeting and the motion carried unanimously.
Accept Briefings of 9-1-1 Working Groups 
Next Generation 9-1-1- Co-Chair Marc Berryman reported:
Marc Berryman stated they are comparing Kentucky, Texas, and parts of Indiana’s plans to consolidate along with referencing NASNA’s 911 model plan.  They plan to put together a questionnaire and to figure out the county level PSAP network requirements.   They are researching existing broadband infrastructure across the state.  They also discussed the recent MARCs report.  Shawn Smith & Chairperson Feller suggested research Ohio Broadband Council website. 
Standards & Best Practice-Operations Co-Chair Holly Wayt reported:

Holly Wayt reported that this group has held three conference calls.  The group is working to send out a survey across the state to develop a baseline of operating procedures.  Shawn Smith inquired if there was a reply due date.  Holly Wayt replied they have not identified a deadline, but will continue to work to collect the responses.  
Education & Outreach Co-Chair Rose Chambers reported:
Rose Chambers stated that their group has held two conference calls.  The group has discussed a number of education topics to address, including the processing wireless call standard, missing children calls, and a NG 101 course.  In addition, the group is attempting to identify various audiences and their current training needs.  Mylayna Albright and Ann Barr are composing survey questions.
Shawn Smith suggested teaming up with Next Generation 9-1-1 group since they both have mentioned broadband as a topic.  
It was suggested that the Council develop a means of communication (via web page, conference calls, copies of paperwork) for members to keep abreast of each of the working groups’ work to eliminate overlap and duplication of effort.  Chairperson Feller chartered all Co-Chairs to send updated minutes to Shawn Smith who will compile & email end of month working groups to members.
Standards & Best Practices: Technical report portion on behalf of co-chair Nancy Serafino
Shawn Smith shared Nancy Serafino’s issue with attendance on calls.  Don and Roger have started working on the transfer call issue and initiated contacts to push it along.  The group will discuss moving onto the PBX issue.  
Shawn Smith mentioned that the working groups should be aware of the Council’s statutory language regarding standards for telephone companies.  It was clarified that the Council could support and recommend items to the telephone providers.  
State Plan Co-Chair Shawn Smith reported
Shawn Smith reported State Plan group has held two conference calls.  They are utilizing NASNA plan as a base model.  Sections of the plan were assigned to group members.  Shawn stated that the group began working on the historical and current sections of the document.  He has drafted a questionnaire to identify primary/secondary PSAPs, wireless, funding sources, and uses of funds.  Chairperson Feller reminded them they are waiting on telecom information for Section 3.3 of plan.  
The working group plans to reconvene within the next couple weeks to the existing drafts.  They will also move on to develop goals and objectives.    
Shawn also explained an April 26 memo which was sent to a number of organizations explaining the working groups and seeking participation.  A number of additional individuals have volunteered to participate.  
Legislative Co-Chair Yvonne Lesicko reported: 
Yvonne Lesicko said their working group met twice.  The first meeting focused on Next Generation 911.  Marc Berryman will serve as the liaison between the legislative and NextGen groups and provide progress update.  There are several issues to be addressed:
· Ohio’s Home Rule authority

· Updating definitions that focus on legacy structure, equipment and operations

· Governance beyond county boarders

· Differentiation between statewide managed IP network and locally managed 9-1-1

· Collaboration with other broadband networks

· Consolidation:  mandate or incentive?

· Education: legislators, public safety, general public, local governments

· Funding:  infrastructure and/or ongoing costs like personnel and operations

· Funding:  local versus statewide

· Funding:  review methods including GRF, sales tax, property tax and surcharge

The group will begin assigning the following topics to members during the next meeting:

1. Definitions- Review and create new terminology 

2. Funding

a. Need overview of current methods

b. Survey ideas including:  how currently fund network, equipment, hardware (non-recurring costs); what portion from what source; current millage and duration of levies; what is levy paying for; etc.

c. How many counties are certified to use wireless funds for staffing, how many do?

d. Review of $90,000 floor and possible need for ceiling

e. Review method for distribution

f. Review of other states and 1 flat fee for all providers

· Authority/ how enforce

g. Wire line hardware and equipment vs. cellular vs. VoIP

h. Prepaid methods

3. Auditing of Current Distributions

4. Technical Standards

5. Operations Standards

6. PBS identification

7. Interoperability

8. Training- Remove from Dept. of Education

9. Duties and authority of 911 Coordinator

10. Duties and authority of 911 Council  
Chairperson Feller asked if the council members see a value for the legislature to mandate a task force similar to Marcs.  Shawn Smith believes that the MARCs study language was included as budget language.    Shawn Smith commented that the legislature has already charged the Council with duties that allow us to explore the issues at hand. It was decided that a mandate would not be needed.
The Council thanked the work group representatives for their effort and updates.  She asked if there was any other business.  None was offered.
