Approval of the May 24, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes
Minutes of the May 24, 2012 Council meeting were approved with no edits. 
AT&T Presentation on Tennessee Text to 9-1-1 Trial
Sue Drombetta introduced Anna Hastings who was making the presentation over the phone bridge. The presentation gave the Council information as to how AT&T had implemented their Text to 9-1-1 trial in Tennessee, the results of the trial, and plans for further trials and rollout.
Miscellaneous
Chairperson Feller requested that Jay Sommerville or John Leutz give an update on HB509. Mr. Leutz explained that HB509 created a steering committee but that the appointments had not yet been made. Mr. Sommerville further explained that he and Mr. Leutz had been constantly talking to the legislature about the sunset because there was a big fear that the funding would lapse or expire completely. He further offered that NENA/APCO were hoping for a continuation of the funding, even with an understanding that there would be a deadline, and not just a removal of the sunset. 
Ms. Drombetta asked that if a plan was organized would there be time to implement it before the sunset. Mr. Long responded to this by saying he was encouraged that it would happen, but he didn’t want to jump to conclusions. He added that massive money issues for the PSAPs would ensue if no action is taken.

Ms. Townsend inquired of Mr. Sommerville if he had spoken with Stu Davis, the CIO of Ohio. Mr. Sommerville answered in the affirmative and redirected the question back to Ms. Townsend. She explained that although the PUCO is not a member of the Steering Committee, there had been an informal conversation with Mr. Davis and his staff so that they could get a feel for the history of the fund and possible suggestions for how to proceed.
