
The State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council and Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board

Joint Workshop and Meeting Minutes –
October 29, 2009
Membership Present

Chairperson, Lynne Feller, called to order the October 29, 2009 joint workshop and meeting of the State of Ohio 9‑1‑1 Council and Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board at 1:45 p.m.  The council secretary took roll call and a quorum was present.
Approval of the August 6, 2009 Joint Meeting Minutes
Chairperson Feller asked the members of the 9-1-1 Council and the Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board if they had any objections, corrections, or additions regarding the minutes of the joint meeting held on August 6, 2009.  No objections were offered.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Shawn Smith and seconded by Yvonne Lesicko.  A vote was taken and the motion to approve the August 6, 2009 meeting minutes carried unanimously.
Approval of the September 15, 2009 Joint Workshop Minutes


Chairperson Feller asked the members of the 9-1-1 Council and the Wireless 9-1-1 Advisory Board if they had any objections, corrections, or additions regarding the minutes of the joint workshop held on September 15, 2009.  No objections were offered.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Kathy Hobbs and seconded by Ken Borror.  A vote was taken and the motion to approve the September 15, 2009 workshop minutes carried unanimously.

Workshop Discussion for Additional Goal Initiatives
Chairperson Feller provided a copy of the goal initiatives that were discussed and decided upon at the September workshop.  She asked the members if there were any additional goals to be discussed and at this point, no additional goal items were offered.  Chairperson Feller then identified a few things under each category specifying that at today’s meeting, we will be accepting names from each of the members of this Council and Advisory Board of people who may be able to work within each of these categories.  The seven categories were defined as 1) Education/Outreach, 2) Funding, 3) Standards/Best Practices-Operations, 4) Standards/Best Practices-Technical, 5) State Plan, 6) Next Generation 9-1-1, and 7) Legislative Changes.

Discussion of Working Group Assignments
Chairperson Feller provided a list of resources that could be of assistance to the working groups in their efforts toward resolving some of the issues in each of the goal initiatives.  She then asked the members around the table for names.  Names of people were provided by most of the members and a discussion took place.
Audience attendee, Rose Chambers from Ohio NENA, offered to participate in the Education/Outreach workgroup and perhaps, the Legislative Changes workgroup.  John Hughes of the Cincinnati Police Department expressed interest in the Standards/Best Practices-Operations workgroup.  Also in attendance was Skip Dalton from Verizon who volunteered for Next Generation 9-1-1.
At the end of the discussion, Shawn asked each of the members to forward a written list of these names with e‑mail addresses to the council secretary for compilation.
Shawn prepared and offered draft Resolution 09-01, which is the resolution to establish 9-1-1 working groups.  The members reviewed the draft with two grammatical changes.  A motion to approve Resolution 09-01 was made by Ken Borror and seconded by Sue Drombetta.  A vote was taken and Resolution 09‑01 was adopted unanimously.
Additional Business
Chairperson Feller advised everyone that the State 9-1-1 Coordinator has recently forwarded a survey on behalf of the National Emergency Number Association (NENA) to each of the county 9-1-1 coordinators.  This survey on broadband usage by PSAPs in the state of Ohio is anonymous and should be responded back to NENA by November 6th.  On the subject of surveys, in general, the Chair reminds everyone that the 9-1-1 Council as well as the 9-1-1 Ohio State Coordinator, with just cause, can initiate surveys to the counties as needed.
Chairperson Feller asked if there is any pending legislation that may afford an opportunity to redefine the definition of a telephone company, in particular, as it pertains to companies such as VoIP.  Yvonne replied that there was some telephone legislation but 9-1-1 was not addressed and Kathy explained further, that the reason for leaving 9-1-1 out was that it was strictly a retail bill.  Ken said some changes are being made to clean up ORC Sections 4931.02, .03, .04, .11, and .99 but these sections do not relate to the matter of redefining what a telephone company is.
