

The State of Ohio 9-1-1 Council
Approved Minutes-May 24, 2012
Membership Present

Chairperson Feller called the meeting to order at 1:39 PM. Roll call was taken and a quorum was reached.  

Marianne Townsend brought attention to a letter that was received by the Ohio Telecom Association (OTA) that offered nominations for open and expiring Council positions.

Approval of the January 12, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes
Minutes of the March 15, 2012 Council meeting were approved with no edits. 
Discussion of Sub HB 509
Chairperson Feller asked John Leutz, County Commissioners’ Association of Ohio (“CCAO”) (attending on behalf of CCAO Council Member Larry Long) and Jay Somerville, (Dublin Division of Police and VP Ohio Association of Public Safety Communications “APCO”) to give a summary of the Sub SB 509 Legislation. Mr. Somerville deferred to Mr. Leutz, who provided a summary and current status of the bill. Mr. Leutz explained that this legislation would create a statewide emergency services internet protocol network steering committee. This steering committee would be under the direction of the State Chief Information Officer with responsibility to facilitate, make recommendations on network and funding for a statewide next generation 9-1-1 emergency services system. Mr. Leutz indicated that the bill had passed in the House and was currently on the Senate Floor and expected to pass in some form today.

Chairperson Feller explained how the bill came into existence and offered her opinion that it was important for the bill to pass today so that the implementation can begin.

Sue Drombetta inquired as to the status of the Ohio 9-1-1Council if this bill were to pass. Chairperson Feller explained that if the current 9-1-1 Fund is permitted to sunset December 2012, then the Council will dissolve as well and would be replaced by whatever mechanism is in the new bill. Chairperson Feller further offered that she believed the entities represented by the current Council would continue to be stakeholders with the new legislation.

Nancy Serafino was concerned that all of the work that was completed by the State Plan working group was for naught. Chairperson Feller explained that the work was used as a basis for the current bill.

Miscellaneous
Ms. Townsend offered that the FCC had recently released some notices regarding public safety and wanted to bring them to the attention of the Council.
Chairperson Feller inquired if any Council members had anything to add or if there was any news from various group meetings. The Council members had nothing new to offer.

Chairperson Feller also brought up the issue of the May 9-1-1 Fund disbursements being lower than usual. Ms. Townsend let her know she and Staff are looking into it.
