Notes-July 14, 2011(Corrected)
Membership Present

Chairperson Feller called the meeting to order at 1:15PM.  Roll call was taken but not enough confirmed council members were present to allow a quorum to be reached.  

Approval of the May 10, 2011 Workshop Minutes
Minutes of the May 10, 2011 Workshop were not approved as there was not a quorum present. Minutes from the May 11, 2010 meeting were also not approved as they were carried over from the May 10, 2011 Workshop, where a quorum was also not reached.
Discussion of Vacant Council and Advisory Broad Seats and Nominations for Council Membership
The names of those filling the council seats, those nominated and the seats that are still vacant were enumerated.  This includes seats on the 9-1-1 Council, and the Wireless Advisory Board. 

Chairperson Feller announced that every open position has a nominee with formal paperwork submitted.
Review of Ohio 9-1-1 County Survey
Chairperson Feller requested that the updated Survey summary be distributed to present Council members. A discussion was held as to the inadequacy of responses received and the accuracy of the responses that were received. Chairperson Feller explained that not enough information was gathered to allow a report to be prepared for the General Assembly. Different options for how the needed data could be gathered were presented by Chairperson Feller and members of the audience. These options are to be discussed at the next meeting.
Discussion of current status of 9-1-1 Working Groups
Members of the working groups reported that no further progress had been made since the May 10, 2011 Workshop. It was agreed that the working groups will be addressed and refreshed at the next meeting (September 13, 2011) as some groups are waiting on data.
Next Steps/Plan for Future

It was agreed that the immediate next steps are developing an appropriate vehicle for gathering the data required to report to the General Assembly.
The September 13, 2011 planned meeting at 2:00 pm was confirmed.
