Membership Present

Introduction of Marianne Townsend

Chairperson Feller introduced Marianne Townsend, who is the new interim 911 Coordinator from the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio.
Review of Ohio 9-1-1 County Survey/Report to the Legislature
Chairperson Feller reviewed the data collected that was to be used for the report due to the legislature in November 2011. A discussion was held as the validity and usefulness of the data that was received. It was determined that there was not enough information to complete the report and that a new data request would need to be distributed to the counties. It was discussed that the board should review the last report that was sent in 2006 and determine what is required by the statute and draft a very brief, but direct data request, that would collect the most important data and clarify answers that were received from the survey. 

Different council members had suggestions as to how to draft the data request. It was decided that letters from NENA/APCO would be included in the data request and the questions would be multiple choice in hopes for a better response rate.

Marianne Townsend announced that she had spoken with John Leutz and he was willing to make phone calls to the appropriate individuals to assist with getting a response from the counties.

Discussion of current status of 9-1-1 Working Groups
Members of the working groups, except for the Next Gen group, reported that no further progress had been made since the May 10, 2011 Workshop. The Next Gen group turned in a report. Chairperson Feller stated that the working groups would be reevaluated since board membership had changed.
Next Steps/Plan for Future

It was agreed that the immediate next steps are that a statewide assessment of 911 needs to be completed.
A workshop was scheduled for Monday, November 24, 2011 and the next meeting will be held Tuesday, November 1, 2011 at 1:00 pm.
