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1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The financing group will engage lenders, contractors, utilities, and other market participants to identify ways to better enable homeowners, tenants, and others to finance home energy improvements using low-cost, quick turn-around, easy access financial products.

1. The real estate transaction group will engage with local governments, utilities, and the real estate industry to improve market incentives for homeowners to invest in efficiency, including better enabling market participants (home sellers, home buyers, appraisers, lenders, and others) to assess the expected energy use of the property so that investments in efficiency can be captured in the asset value.  

1. The education and marketing group will develop effective marketing strategies that can be used by providers of home energy improvements (perhaps statewide), leveraging behavioral and social science, trusted messengers, and social networks to help potential customers assess energy use and investments in efficiency.

1. The implementation group will establish a network of trusted, qualified energy efficiency improvement contractors, develop/adopt procedures that integrate building science best practices to ensure home energy improvement safety and quality, and encourage collaboration so that existing home improvement contractors can perform “energy improvements” and market the product to their customers.

1. The regulatory group will identify and propose solutions to existing regulations/statutes and regulatory/statutory uncertainty that inhibit the long-term growth and sustainability of Ohio’s home performance industry.
