MDWG Meeting Notes – April 9th, 2015
Topics Discussed:
Brandon Siegel presented topics from the OEWG to be discussed in the MDWG. Topics presented were the areas that lack uniformity between EDUs stemming from the OEWG.
EDU Comments  
· Duke prefers to handle all rate changes at the account level, i.e. an 814C for each account change.
· EDUs would like to implement a maximum number of transactions to be sent to them a day by each CRES.  For high transaction days, CRES can send in batches.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]AEP, and soon Dayton Power & Light, offer a web based, self service rate code setup process.  Duke feels that this is a luxury item, not a necessity.  FE also questioned if it was needed with bill ready billing.
RESA/CRES Comments
· The maximum number of charge lines (SAC) per invoice raises a potential problem for commercial and industrial customers.
· Suppliers find the web based, self service rate code setup process very useful for rate ready billing.  It allows rates to be in effect as early as the next day.
